3) Prepare tools and procedures for post-launch Cal/Val work and revise the CPIDS as needed;

5) Develop an enterprise MW pre- and post-launch calibration CPIDS procession system in coordination with the Integrated Calibration/Validation System (ICVS) team in the Center for Satellite Applications and Research (STAR) in NOAA.
