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Community Information
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Washington D.C, capital of the United States is the center of a metropolitan area (2017 pop. 6.2 million) extending into Maryland and Virginia.  With the city of Baltimore to its north in Maryland, it forms a consolidated metropolitan area of more than 7 million people.  Washington is the legislative, administrative, and judicial center of the United States.  Its business is government, and hundreds of thousands are so employed in the metropolitan area.  

The city is a major tourist attraction and a cultural center.  The D.C. Metro Area can be an exciting place to live and work.  Some of the best schools and medical services in the Nation are found in the area.  There are exceptional opportunities to visit historical places and museums and experience the diverse cultural environment of the Nation’s capital. 

Recreational Opportunities
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Besides the traditional urban recreational amenities, outstanding natural beauty is within a few hours reach of the D.C. Metro Area.  Close at hand is the Great Falls of the Potomac, administered by the National Park Service. Further to the west, adventures can be found within the Blue Ridge Mountains and Shenandoah Valley of Virginia, West Virginia and Maryland.

Transportation

Transportation facilities within the D.C. Metro Area include a subway and bus system that connects the city with many suburbs.  The Smithsonian Metro Subway Station is one block from the Forest Service office in the Yates Federal Building at 14th and Independence Avenue.  Commuter rail systems in MD and VA serve the outer metro area.  The main rail center is Union Station in Washington D.C.  Ronald Reagan Washington National and Dulles International airports in Virginia, and Baltimore-Washington International Airport in Maryland provide air service in the Washington D.C. area.  

Housing
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Housing costs within the immediate suburban area of Washington D.C are very high, with new single family homes (June, 2019) having a median price of $483,000 with condos and townhouses now surpassing $400,000.  As with most urban areas, increasing numbers of people are moving further out to find more affordable housing.  Washington D.C. metro area’s system of mass transportation, especially commuter rail and commuter buses, allows people to find more affordable housing.  Counties in Maryland that are adjacent to D.C. include Montgomery County and Prince George’s County.  Many people commute from counties even farther out, including Frederick, Carroll, Howard, Baltimore, and Anne Arundel Counties.  On the Virginia side are Arlington and Fairfax Counties, and farther out are Loudoun and Prince William Counties.  Some people commute from homes as far away as Berkeley and Jefferson counties in West Virginia’s eastern panhandle.
