The selected person will enrich our teaching program in geomatics and will strengthen our main research 

themes or develop new ones, including (but not exclusive to) political geographies, feminist geography, 

indigenous geography, climate change, or natural risks.  

 

Responsibilities 

The appointed candidate will be expected to teach undergraduate and graduate geomatics courses, 

supervise graduate students, be active in research, publishing, and the diffusion of knowledge, and contribute 

to the activities of the University.  

 

Requirements  

 Ph. D in geography or a related discipline. Candidates completing dissertation will also be 

considered; 

 Strong research record; 

 Demonstrated ability to provide high quality university teaching; 

 An adequate knowledge of the French written and spoken language or a strong commitment to 

mastering the proficiency level required, in accordance to Université de Montréal’s Language Policy. 

An institutional learning support program is offered to all professors wishing to learn French or
